Expedition Dare, Share, Do
Expedition Dare, Share, Do is an adventure trip lasting three years (2007-2010) during which eighteen secondary schools
 and four research teams (varying from offices for policy research to research institutes linked to universities) learn by innovating. The schools have ambition, passion and potential, and want to contribute directly to improving the quality of education.
Expedition Dare, Share, Do is one of the activities of the Innovation Project. The Innovation Project stimulates and facilitates quality improvement in secondary education. Innovative plans with this aim in mind, originating from the schools, will be scientifically investigated and supported. The project will promote the sharing of knowledge between schools. The Innovation Project is a project of the Council for Secondary Education [VO-Raad].

What makes Expedition Dare, Share, Do unique is the close cooperation between schools and researchers. The school’s research question is the starting point for the school-related research. Teachers and head teachers work actively on the implementation of the research. Together they make the effects of innovations visible. 
Schools and researchers work together on innovations that fall within one of the three programmes: 
1. Talent maximization of pupils
Aim: room for all pupils to discover and develop their talents, more attention not only for the high fliers but also for craftsmanship
2. Reducing school drop-out rates
Aim: fewer dropouts, more pupils with basic qualifications, better links to further education
3. Making teachers proud of their profession
Aim: professionalization of personnel, entrepreneurship, dialogue and inspiration
One important aim of Expedition Dare, Share, Do is not only to help the eighteen participating schools to learn something but also other schools and the sector as a whole. In addition to the eighteen school-related research projects, umbrella research activities will also be performed with the aim of achieving effects and success and failure factors that go beyond the school level and can be used by other schools in their process of permanent innovation. All the research within Expedition Dare, Share, Do is coordinated by a Research Programme Head (Prof. Sietske Waslander, a sociologist at the University of Groningen). As soon as the first research results are known, they will be published on this website.
 Thus other schools and researchers will also be able to reap the benefits.
Practically orientated academic research on the effects of innovations rooted in close cooperation between schools and researchers is still rare. It offers innovative schools the chance to reflect, provides valuable innovations with a strong foundation, offers lessons that are useful to secondary education as a whole and ensures that discussions about innovations in education can be conducted on a factual basis.
